Development and Peace – Emergency Relief for Haiti 

On September 7th Hurricane Ike was the latest of four major tropical storms to have a catastrophic  

impact on the small country of Haiti. Other storms are expected later this week. The current death 

toll is estimated at 630 and there are approximately 650,000 Haitians left in precarious living condi-

tions. According to staff in the field, the storms have wiped out much of the east of the country leav-

ing people without food, water or shelter should more storms hit. Development and Peace is asking 

the Canadian public to respond by contributing funds for emergency relief and reconstruction in the 

country.        Development and Peace has already committed $50,000 to Caritas Haiti. These funds 

will provide access to fresh water and sanitation for at least 4,000 people, construct shelter camps 

and rebuild homes.

THANK YOU FROM DEVELOPMENT and PEACE 

As its emergency campaign for the victims of Cyclone Nargis in Burma concludes, Development and 
Peace wrote thanking Bishop Wiesner and the people of the Diocese of Prince George for the contribution 
made to this humanitarian effort.  More than $1.9 million was raised nationally and distributed through the 
Caritas Internationalis network to victims in Catholic parishes in Burma.  Archbishop Charles Bo of Yan-
gon, Burma, visited many isolated villages in the devastated southern delta region and reported for the 
first two weeks following the cyclone, the only aid received in these communities was from the Catholic 
Church.  “To date we have been able to supply food, clean water, tarpaulins for shelter, cooking utensils, 
and medical supplies to approximately 20,000 people.  That demonstrates how important it is for the 
Catholic Church to continue our work to ensure that we support communities as best we can.”
