EUCHARISTIC FAST
The Ancient custom of fasting before receiving Holy Communion has been the practice of the Church since the 3rd Centu@urthe
considers fasting a means of spiritual preparation for the Eucharist and a way of showing reverence for the sacrameaget@hurch

Law (Canon Law #919) regarding the fast is:
e One who is to receive the Most Holy Eucharist is to abstain from any food or drink, with the exception only of water andregifdir at

least the period of one hour before the Holy Communion.
e Those who are advanced in age or suffer from any infirmity, as well as those who take care of them, can receive the MashBiody

even if they have taken something during the previous hour.
