WELCOME Fr. Scott Whittemore  

 

Fr. Scott was born in Victoria and raised in Saanich.  He is a brother of one of our parishioners, 

Wayne Whittemore.  He worked as a Probation Officer and Family Court Counselor for 9 years, 

mostly in Bella Coola, but also in the Queen Charlottes and Hazelton.  He entered into the Seminary 

of Christ the King, Mission, in 1998, and was transferred to St. Augustine's   Seminary, Toronto, two 

years later.   

Fr. Scott was ordained to the priesthood on the Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus, 2005, at Immaculate Heart 

Church, Kelowna. He returned to Vancouver Island two years ago, first as Assistant Priest at Christ the King Parish, 

Courtenay. Last August he was transferred to the West Coast parishes and missions, based out of Ucluelet. He is   

presently serving the church communities of: Holy Family, Ucluelet; St Francis of Assisi, Tofino; and St Lawrence, 

Ahousaht, in addition to some outreach to the First Nation Peoples in this area.
