The Prefaces to the Eucharistic Prayer  

The Prayer before the Eucharistic Prayer is called the 

òPrefaceó.  There are many different ones that reflect the  
special feasts and celebrations during the liturgical year but 

the first part of all of the Prefaces is the same.  It begins 
with òThe Lord be with youó (and the people respond: 

òAnd with your spiritó) and it continues with òLift up your 
heartsó. The     peopleõs response is: òWe lift them up to 

the Lordó which remains the same in the New Missal as it 
is now. The final part of the dialogue, however, changes 

slightly. The priest says: òLet us give thanks to the Lord our 
Godó and the new response is: òIt is right and justó. This 
new response is more formal and it reflects the fact that 

thanking God is not only the right thing for us to do, but 
considering everything that God has done for us, it is the 

just thing to do as well. We owe God our thanks for His 
goodness and blessings and this new response highlights 

that reality. We are not always accustomed to thinking that 
we owe God thanks but when we really think about it, it 

makes perfect sense. The rest of the Preface varies with 
each of the individual ones but we will  notice that the  

language in general follows the more formal and dignified 
way of speaking to God that we are now accustomed to 

using in the New Missal.

PARISH MINISTRIES 

Administration of the Sacraments 
 

BAPTISM. For Catholics, the Sacrament of Baptism is the first 

step in a lifelong journey of commitment and discipleship. 
Whether we are baptized as infants or adults, Baptism is the 
Church's way of celebrating and enacting the embrace of God.  

NOTE: Baptismal Preparation is held once a month at 
the Church. 
 

CONFIRMATION. Confirmation is a Catholic Sacrament of 

deepening baptismal gifts. It is one of the three Sacraments of 
Initiation for Catholics. It is also  associated with the gifts of the 
Holy Spirit and mature Christian commitment to the faith.  

NOTE: In our Diocese, Confirmation & First Eucharist 
are celebrated together in Grade 2.  Sacramental 
Preparations begin in January.  Both parents and 
children are required to participate at the               
Sacramental Preparations. 
 

EUCHARIST. Catholics believe the Eucharist, or Communion, 

is both a sacrifice and a meal. We believe in the real presence 
of Jesus, who died for our sins. As we receive Christ's Body 
and Blood, we also are nourished spiritually and brought closer 

to God.  NOTE: Please see notes above re: Confirma-
tion. 
 

RECONCILIATION.  The Catholic Sacrament of Reconcilia-

tion (also known as Penance, or Penance and Reconciliation) 
has three elements: conversion, confession and celebration. In 
it we find God's unconditional forgiveness; as a result we are 

called to forgive others.  NOTE: Celebrated by those who 
have already received the Sacraments of Initiation 
(Baptism, Confirmation, Eucharist.)  Parish Recon-
ciliation is available every Saturday evening before 
the Anticipated Mass or by appointment.    
 

MARRIAGE.  For Catholics, the Sacrament of Marriage, or 

Holy Matrimony, is a public sign that one gives oneself totally to 
this other person. It is also a public statement about God: the 
loving union of husband and wife speaks of family values and 

also God's values.   NOTE: Please make an appointment 
with the pastor, at least six months before the       
intended marriage date.  Marriage Preparation may 
then be arranged. 
 

HOLY ORDERS.  In the Sacrament of Holy Orders, or        

Ordination, the priest being ordained vows to lead other   
Catholics by bringing them the sacraments (especially the 
Eucharist), by proclaiming the Gospel, and by providing other 

means to holiness.  NOTE: Any person interested to  
become a priest, please see the pastor. 
 

ANNOINTING OF THE SICK. The Catholic Sacrament of 

Anointing of the Sick, formerly known as Last Rites or Extreme 
Unction, is a ritual of healing appropriate not only for physical 

but also for mental and spiritual sickness.  NOTE: Parish 
care for the sick and homebound, please phone the 
parish office for a pastoral visit.
