Kindergarten registration starts Monday, January 20th, for  
PARISHIONERS AND SIBLINGS.  Please call the school office, 
starting 8:15 am, to secure a registration spot and make an 
appointment for the registration meeting with the principal.  
Please bring in your child’s care card, birth certificate, baptis-
mal certificate (if you have one) and September tuition fees (if 
you are new to the school) to secure your spot at the time of 
your meeting. 
Tuition rates for 2020-2021 are: one child - $260.00, two chil-
dren- $345.00 and $10 more for each additional child. 
Registration is on first- come, first- served basis for phone calls.
